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Great news.

Youth Cymru has up to £30000 to give away to young people in Wales who want to put something back into their communities.

We’ve now become a national partner with O2 and are now able to provide easier access for young people to funding for their projects. 

Youth Cymru’s new status means it’s now faster and easier to get involved in Think Big than ever before.  

We now have more control over how we can share Think Big projects with young people across Wales.
We are now able to select who gets to run ‘Think Big’ projects here in Wales.  
Gone is the uncertainty over who gets their project approved.  

We will approve £300 project funding and give a mobile phone to any project that meets the following criteria.

The project must:
1. Be safe

2. Be based in the UK

3. Be founded by someone between 13-25 years old

4. Not be part of paid employment

5. Not aim to convert people to a political or religious organisation

6. Be realistic for £300 or be a small, clearly defined project within a bigger idea

7. Have a beginning, middle, and end

8. Have a positive impact outside of the project group

9. Be underway within three months and completed within six months

10. Not be a direct request for funds, but we will support a project that will help to raise funds

11. Not be to fund someone’s training or purchase of equipment if there isn’t some tangible benefit to others. 

The application process is now simpler, too.  Young people will not be interviewed by O2 Think Big. 
Instead:

· Youth Cymru will work with the groups who apply to ensure that their project meets the criteria.

· We will help you make sure your application form is properly completed.

· We will then enter the details of those projects onto the O2 website 

· Think Big will check that projects meet the criteria and release the funds and a phone for the project team.

O2 Think Big will call young people at the end of their project, or after three months (whichever is sooner), to see how it went.   

Another change.  

Young people referred by Youth Partner organisations no longer have to attend training in order to get their project funds.  But Youth Cymru will make sure young people are well equipped and supported to take on their project safely and within the criteria.
